The latest on your wind energy scheme

You will have noticed that we now have a fully functioning wind monitoring mast in place costing a cool £20,000, funded by Highlands and Islands Community Energy Company, it will collect data for one year to be used by Banks, when we look to raise project capital and by turbine manufacturers, to ensure that we are supplied with the correct machine for the job. The children at Shawbost School have already participated in the project by taking part in a logo design competition that was won by Stephen MacLeod of Garenin, Carloway. Now that the bulk of the groundwork behind the scenes is starting to bear fruit, we have invited the school to become involved again. We have offered the school an open door to whatever data and information they need, to suit their project requirements. The school is very excited, as we are, that the children will be able to be involved in a real live renewable energy project right on their doorstep.

Almost all of the preparatory work for a planning application is complete, with only some breeding season bird study work to be done. The planning application is due for submission to the planners by the end of March 2008 with the bird data to follow when complete, so things are moving fast.

During the week of 24th to 28th March 2008 “Community Renewables Week” will take place, there are four principal Lewis community groups, Horshader, Galson, Tolsta and Point. The groups will present to their individual communities, Mon. to Thu., with a full public presentation in Stornoway Town Hall, including other groups from the Western Isles, on the afternoon of Friday 28th March 2008, from lunch time onwards. Horshader presentation will take place Thursday 27th March from 7 p.m. in Shawbost Old School Centre, it will be open to permanent residents of South Shawbost, Dalmore and Dalbeg there will also be invited guests.
