Planning Application

You may already have learned from the media, the excellent news that the Horshader Community Wind Development has been given planning consent, there were no objections to the development received by the planning department. This is not only good news for us but it gives encouragement to the other Lewis community groups who have also applied for planning approval for their respective, renewable energy developments.   

Project funding

Part of the funding package is being applied for to the Big Lottery’s, Growing Community Assets Fund, one of their requirements, is evidence of community support that is less than 12 months old. In order to fulfill that requirement, each household will receive a short questionnaire, asking if you support the wind development, there will be a stamped addressed envelope enclosed to allow you to return it CNES Community Support Officer.  

Company Changes

The company changes are now complete and we soon hope to have charitable status, following which a new trading subsidiary company will be formed to carry out all business activities on behalf of Horshader Community Development. 

Grid Connection

Community Energy Scotland has commissioned Xero Energy Ltd., at a cost of around £6000, to carry out a study of our connection to the local grid, with a view to reducing the high cost.
